Announcement of the theme, purposes of lesson, motivation of cognitive activity.
- So today we are going to speak about arts, theatre in particular. And our lesson will be devoted to London theatres. To my mind, every educated person must visit theatres as it is the best place to develop aesthetic taste.

1. Warming-up.
- But first let’s revise active vocabulary on the topic “Theatre”. 
“What kinds of theatres do you know?” 
“Types of plays”, answering the question “What types of plays are performed in the theatre?”. 
For sure,there are different kinds of theatres 
puppet, opera and ballet, drama, youth, professional, amateur.
And course there are different types of plays which are performed in the theatre:
comedy, opera, ballet, tragedy, musical, drama, pantomime.

 And now write the answers on  my question: “What theatres do you know in London?”. 

The Aldwych Theatre is famous for its dramatic performances. It was built in 1905. This theatre has one of the leading companies in England – the Royal Shakespeare Company.

 The Royal Opera at Covent Garden is one of the best opera in Europe. Such famous singers as Enrico Caruso and Fyodor Shalyapin sang here. The inside of the opera house is in the shape of a horseshoe.

 The Theatre Royal Drury Lane is one of the oldest theatres in London. It was opened in 1663. The king was present at the performance, and that’s why it was called the theater Royal.
 English National Opera performs classical and contemporary operas. It was founded in 1931 as the Vic-Wells Opera. In 1974, its name was changed into English National Opera.

 The Globe Theatre was the home of William Shakespeare’s plays. It was built in 1599 and existed till 1644. The new Globe was built in 1995 not far from the site of the original theatre.

The Globe Theatre.
The Globe Theatre is situated on the southern bank of the London Thames. The theatre is the faithful replica of Shakespeare’s Globe Theatre.
 The original Globe Theatre was built in 1599 by a group of London actors including Richard Burbage and William Shakespeare. Richard Burbage as the leading actor in the company, and William Shakespeare was the leading playwright.
 The name of the theatre “Globe” was not accidental. It was a 20-sided building, circular inside and without a roof. In front of the entrance there was a signboard with Hercules bearing a globe upon his shoulders.
The Globe was one of the largest theatres in the London area. It may have led as many as 3.000 spectators.
Shakespeare’s Globe Theatre was destroyed in 1644. The new Globe Theatre was built in 1995 not far from the site of the original theatre.
It is an open-air theatre and only actors and those sitting in expensive seats are under cover. The performances use natural day light. There are no special effects. The Globe Theatre offers something different from the shows that run in London’s West End.

HOT TICKETS
	The “West End” is London’s the theatreland – home to over forty theatres. London’s plays, shows and operas attract around 11 million visitors per year and, with tickets costing around ₤30 each, they bring a lot of income into the capital. The biggest West End attractions are always musicals. Cats ran for 21 years, and Les Misrables is currently celebrating its 18th year in the West End. Here are some of the hottest tickets in town today.
	My Fair Lady is based on G.B.Shaw’s play Pygmalion and tells the story of Eliza Doolittle, a Cockney flower seller chosen from the streets by a professor of linguistics and transformed into a lady. This current production opened in 2001 starring Martine McCutcheon from the soap East Enders. It features well-known songs such as “I am getting married in the morning” and “On the street where you live”.
	Bombay Dreams is based in the Indian film industry and features an all-Asian cast. The story centers around Akaash, a poor boy played by Raza Jaffrey, who becomes a film star and falls in love with the daughter of one of Bombay’s greatest film directors. The show features modern Indian pop music, such as “Shakalaka baby”, and dazzling costumes and choreography. It opened in 2002 and quickly became one of the most popular shows in London. 
	We Will Rock You opened in 2002. This musical, with a script by comedian Ben Elton, takes place in the future, when rock music is illegal. The story is based on famous songs by Queen such as “Bohemian Rhapsody” and “I Want to Break Free”, the set resembles a rock concert and there are plenty of special effects. And Tony Vincent, who plays the hero Galileo Figaro, sounds very like Queen’s lead singer, Freddie Mercury.
