Love-spoon with hearts, lock and wheel
 

The love spoon has originated from the "cawl" (soup or stew) spoon. Over generations, decorative carvings were added to the spoon and it lost its original practical use and became a treasured decorative item to be hung proudly on a wall.
The love spoon was given to a young woman by her suitor (suitor [’su:tər]). It was important for the girl's father to see that the young man was capable of providing for the family and woodworking.
Certain symbols came to have specific meanings: a horseshoe for luck, a cross for faith, bells for marriage, hearts for love, a wheel supporting a loved one. and a lock for security, among others.
Today love spoons are given as wedding and anniversary gifts, as well as birthday, baby gifts, Christmas and "just because". They are now mostly seen as a folk craft.
