                               GREAT BRITAIN.

           The British Isles form a group of islands lying off the north-west coast of Europe. The largest two islands are Great Britain and Ireland. England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland constitute the United Kingdom of Great Britain

and  Northern  Ireland. It’s the official name of the country.  It is washed by the Atlantic Ocean, the Irish Sea, the North Sea, the  English  Channel. The main rivers of  the country are: the Thames, the Severn, the Avon, etc. The highest mountain in Great Britain is Ben Nevis. The longest river is the Severn. The cities are London, Sheffield, Birmingham, Coventry, Manchester, Liverpool, Oxford, Cambridge,  Stratford-on-Avon, so on. The surface of England and Northern Ireland is flat, the surface of Scotland and Wales is mountainous. The capital of Great Britain is London. It stands on the river Thames, which is not so long as the Severn. The climate is changeable. The Irish Sea enters deeply into the land. This influences greatly the climate, which is damp and mild: the winter is not very cold and the summer is not very hot. It’s a very beautiful country.
